1.	 All chariots are to be two wheeled and weigh between one and two pounds (0.45 & 
0.9 kg).  Each chariot will be officially weighed-in prior to the event (one hour before 
race time).  The chariots must also measure less than 20 cm (8 in) in width.

2.	 Any type of chicken (rooster, hen, cockerel, poult, capon, broiler, roaster, or layer), 
of any age, or any breed is allowed in the event.  If you do not have a bird, they will 
be available from the race committee. There are a limited number of chickens, 
on a first-come, first-reserved basis.

3.	 Each chariot and pulling chicken share the same “team name” and thus one bird 
may pull only one chariot in the event and be recognized by a participant’s number.  
(To be received at the official weigh-in.)

4.   Race entries are restricted, on a first-come basis, to 16 Adult entries (18 years and older) and 16 Youth entries, 
for a total of 32 entries. Once the race positions are filled, chariots will be accepted only for the “Best Decorated 
Chariot” portion of the competition.  If youth entries fill up and there remains space available in the adult program, 
participants 14 years of age and older may race with the adults on a volunteer basis.

5.  	 There will be four (4) heats each in the Youth and Adult classes. Then, the winning entries from each heat will 
compete in their respective final races.

6. 	  Each chariot must be pulled by a rubber (elastic) band, which is wrapped around the chicken’s tail.  (That meaty part 
... “the nubbins” ... not just the tail feathers.)  Professionals will be on hand to assist in doing this harmlessly.

7.  	 Your chicken may be only encouraged verbally from behind without hindering an opponents bird.

8.  	 The chariot judging will be taking place immediately before the official weigh-in, so please go to your place at the 
display table after your weigh-in.  

9.  	 The judge’s decisions are final.  There are no protests allowed.

10.  Because you may be there several hours, and it is usually very warm, please bring your chicken in a cage, and don't 
forget to bring food and water for it. Shaded area for the chickens will be provided by Minor Bros.
